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Brandon Radnai, son of Tom and Terry Radnai of Mission BC, was diagnosed in 1997 with a stage four medulloblastoma, a brain tumour which had spread aggressively down his spine. He underwent radical surgery,  intensive and aggressive chemotherapy treatments and 41 consecutive radiation treatments that concluded in March 1999. Despite the initial poor outlook, Brandon survived and has been in remission for the past nine years. 

He is now a teenager and lives daily with on going health challenges.  

Brandon recently had surgery on his back to help with pain and improve his mobility. He has trouble keeping weight on and needs food supplements. He wears hearing aids because of the damage to his hearing but he is increasingly becoming deaf. Brandon also takes growth hormones. 

His amazing acceptance and positive attitude inspire his family, friends, the medical community, and everyone who meets him.

Brandon has been a member of the Cops for Cancer Junior Team in the Fraser Valley for a number of years and has attended Camp Goodtimes. 

Brandon’s mother Terry was instrumental in setting up a support group for parents of children with cancer and acts as a facilitator. 

She has three other children, two boys and a girl.
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
