This is important information regarding possible exposure to Influenza A during Camp Goodtimes Teen Session (July 4th through July 9th) held at Loon lake in Maple Ridge.. 

During the first teen session, campers, volunteers and staff of Camp Goodtimes may have been exposed to Influenza A. The strain of this illness has not been confirmed yet. As a result, the Society has cancelled the scheduled Kids Session One (July 11th – July 16th). The Society’s main concern is always for the health and welfare of the children, teens, family members, volunteers and staff at the camp and wants to avoid any further transmission.
The Society is currently working with public health authorities who are taking all necessary steps to ensure that no further risk is posed to anyone involved with Camp Goodtimes. The head of our on-site health care team is in direct contact with the Fraser Health Authority as we monitor this situation. We will update this site with more information, as it becomes available.
