Please be aware that two cases of Influenza A H1N1 (human–swine) that occurred in camp attendees in the July 4th through July 9th Camp Goodtimes teen session have been confirmed. 
While this information is important do not be unnecessarily alarmed.

The immediate concern is for the health of all campers, volunteers and staff who take part in Camp Goodtimes. Infection control policies and protocols are always in place and no campers, volunteers or staff members who are experiencing flu-like symptoms will be allowed into camp. 

Kids Camp Session 1 was postponed (July 11-16), with campers being rescheduled to other sessions, to ensure that any transmission of the H1N1 virus at camp was interrupted, and to allow time for a thorough environmental cleaning. 
The Camps medical team is ensuring that policies are in place to protect the health of campers and volunteers and to prevent future transmission of virus. 
The Canadian Cancer Society has been working closely with the Fraser Health Authority who has confidence in the infection control practices. 
The next Camp Session (commencing July 18) will be proceeding as scheduled with the full support of the Fraser Health Authority. 
This information is being provided to ensure that campers and families are well informed prior to attending/sending your child to camp and that understand any potential risks. 
Influenza A H1N1 (human-swine) is circulating widely in British Columbia.  The Fraser Health Medical Health Officers have advised that the risk of exposure to H1N1 (human-swine) virus is no higher at camp than in any other public settings in the community. The Society will closely monitor the health and well-being of all campers, volunteers and staff while they are attending Camp Goodtimes, and take immediate action if any should develop flu-like symptoms.
